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Abstract

The author of the article considers the problem of the psychological characteristics of
young people with eating disorders, which is gaining more and more relevance today,
which is justified in the introduction. One of the reasons may be the slender body
broadcast in the media as a standard of beauty. Due to the popularization of the idea of
thinness, the mortality rate in young people with eating disorders is significantly higher
than among people with other mental disorders. The article deals with the relationship
between self-esteem, personality characteristics and eating disorders. The factors
influencing the formation of self-esteem, both in girls and in boys, are also being studied.
The author presented a new view on the problem of eating disorders, which consists in
a comprehensive consideration of factors, one of which is the examination session. The
aim of the work is to analyze eating disorders and self-esteem among students during
the examination session. The theoretical substantiation presents an analysis of modern
studies of eating disorders by both foreign and Russian authors. The analysis allows us to
conclude that today there is no comprehensive psychological portrait of young people
with eating disorders. But factors have been identified that have a significant impact on
students’ eating disorders. As a result of the analytical review, the following components
were identified that influence the development of eating disorders: low self-esteem,
personality characteristics, including perfectionism and an examination session. The results
of the theoretical review can be used to expand the specifics of research on personality
traits that influence the occurrence of eating disorders.
