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Abstract

This article presents the materials of an empirical study of metacognitive beliefs in
individuals with different levels of aggressive manifestations living in a local military conflict
zone. The hypothesis of the study: the correlation links between resilience, manifestations
of aggression and metacognitive beliefs may differ in age groups of different genders
living in a military conflict zone. The scientific novelty lies in the study of such a personal
characteristic of people living in a combat zone as metacognitive beliefs on a mixed-gender
and mixed-age sample. The Introduction discusses the relevance of the problem under
study. The study used the following Methods: 1. Personal aggressiveness and conflict (E. P.
Ilyin, P. A. Kovalev), 2. Questionnaire of metacognitive beliefs by A. Wells and S. Cartwright-
Hutton adapted by a group of authors (N. A. Sirota, D. V. Moskovchenko, V. M. Yaltonsky, A.
V. Yaltonskaya). The conducted study showed the following Results: in the female sample,
the relationships between hardiness and psychological characteristics of a younger group
of women (24-39) are distinguished by the presence of numerous feedbacks with personal
manifestations of aggression and conflict, metacognitive beliefs. In the group of female
respondents aged 40-55, feedbacks with personal manifestations of aggression and
conflict, as well as metacognitive beliefs, dominate. In the group of male respondents
aged 24-39, a significantly smaller number of correlations between metacognitive beliefs
and suspiciousness were revealed. In the group of male respondents aged 40-55, a greater
number of correlations between personal manifestations of aggression were revealed
compared to the male group aged 24-39. Discussion: the obtained data can have a practice-
oriented focus in the development of psychotherapeutic and consultative psychological
programs to improve emotional stability in various groups living in the new territories of
the Russian Federation.
