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Abstract

The research objective is to identify the relationship between the severity of narcissistic
traits in parents and psychological trauma in their adult children. The relevance of this study
is driven by the increasing number of young people seeking psychologists' help with the
consequences of parent-child relationships marked by emotional deprivation and the use
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of the child as a narcissistic resource. The aim of the study is to determine the relationship
between specific narcissistic traits in parents and the risk of developing post-traumatic
stress disorder in their children. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the empirical
evidence that a link has been established between the presence of such traits in parents
as a lack of empathy, arrogant behavior, and a need for excessive praise with the traumatic
experiences of their adult children. The Introduction presents the theoretical basis of
the study, which consists of attachment theory, H. Kohut's psychology of the self, and
object relations theory, explaining the mechanisms underlying the formation of impaired
attachment and the deformation of the child's "I." Methods: 35 respondents (aged 18 to
25) participated in the study. Data were collected remotely using a questionnaire designed
to identify parental narcissistic traits, the International Trauma Questionnaire (ITQ), and
L. Burbo's Five Traumas Test. Results showed that parental narcissistic traits such as lack
of empathy, arrogance, and need for admiration significantly correlate with symptoms
of PTSD, cPTSD, and disturbances in self-structure. Furthermore, a specific association
with humiliation and betrayal traumas was identified, reflecting the development of
insecure attachment and distorted self-esteem. The Discussion relates the empirical data
to theoretical considerations and reveals research prospects, including a more in-depth
study of this topic to better understand parent-child dynamics, as well as a larger sample
to increase statistical power.
