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The article discusses the main problems of modern studies of psychophysiological preconditions
of the hostile behavior. The review describes the complexity of the terminology in the description of
the terms “hostility” and “hostile behavior’, are examples of the difference between interpretations of
the concepts of the individual authors. In general, the term “hostility” is defined as a stable negative
personality characteristic, expressed in an antagonistic relationship to the world around them, or as
a complicated motivation state, serving one of the motivators of aggressive behavior.

The literature data on psychophysiological and neurobiological bases of hostility and hostile behavior,
obtained by the methods of objective study both domestic and foreign authors. In particular, the
connection is considered hostile, and the concentration of oxytocin (OT), hostility and taste experience,
hostility and temperament. These data suggest that OT facilitates temporary attachment between
strangers, increasing trust, reciprocity, generosity, and positively modulate sociality. In addition, OT
acts as an anxiolytic by reducing activity in the amygdala. This anxiolytic-like effect may contribute to
human prosocial behaviour by reducing anxiety in personal relations. There were obtained evidence
of a bilateral relationship between psychological states and taste experience. Eating sweet has been
shown to reduce emotional stress, increasing the severity of prosocial behavior, and pliability. The use of
bitter substances contributes to the aggressive affective and behavioral reactions in people. Regarding
the relationship of temperament and hostility found that cholerics and melancholics have the greatest
degree of hostility, and phlegmatics have the lowest degree of hostility.

At the end of the literature review describes the phenomenon of mobbing in the team and its stages
as a bright manifestation of hostile behavior.

In the future we plan to carrying out studies to examine the psychophysiological principles and
presuppositions of the hostile behavior as one of the options manifestations of mobbing in the team,
both as a victim and as aggressor.
