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Abstract

Introduction. Professional burnout is a significant problem in the modern world, especially
for representatives of professions with high emotional load. The research is aimed at
studying the relationship of professional burnout with the indicators of the emotional
sphere (empathy, emotional intelligence and emotional orientation) in representatives of
different professional groups - doctors and entrepreneurs. Scientific novelty of the research
consists in the complex comparative analysis of interrelations of all three components of
burnout with different indicators of emotional sphere in representatives of professions
that differ significantly in the nature of activity and working conditions. And also, a
comprehensive study of cognitive and affective components of empathy in combination
with emotional orientation and emotional intelligence was conducted, which deepens and
enriches the understanding of the emotional sphere as a holistic complex of interrelated
characteristics rather than individual elements of emotional functioning of personality.
Methods. 80 specialists (40 doctors and 40 entrepreneurs) participated in the study. The
following methods were used: Maslach professional burnout questionnaire, cognitive
and affective empathy questionnaire, Emin D.V. Lucin emotional intelligence test and B.1.
Dodonov emotional orientation questionnaire. Statistical processing included testing for
normality of distribution using Kolmogorov-Smirnov criterion, correlation analysis and
comparison of groups by Mann-Whitney U-criterion. Results. Significant differences
between professional groups were revealed: physicians demonstrate a higher level of all
components of professional burnout. Affective empathy, altruistic and communicative
emotional orientations predominate in doctors, while cognitive empathy, gloric and praxic
emotional orientations predominate in entrepreneurs. Both general and professional-
specific correlations between burnout components and emotional sphere indicators
were found. Discussion. The results indicate a significant role of emotional sphere in the
development of professional burnout taking into account the specifics of professional
activity. Intrapersonal emotional intelligence acts as a universal protective factor against
emotional exhaustion for both groups.

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The Relationship of the Barnum Effect to Superstition and
Thinking Styles: the Subjective Diagnostic
Power of Barnum Descriptions

Abstract

This article aims to analyse the Barnum effect, as well as to identify the relationship between
people’s perception of the Barnum effect, superstition, and thinking styles. The novelty
of this study lies in the clarification of the subjective manifestation of the Barnum effect:
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what is the diagnostic power of the Barnum description for the subjects? The Introduction
reviews the studies conducted on the manifestation of the Barnum effect. The Methods
section describes the sample of subjects who participated in this experiment, the methods
used to collect data about the subjects, and the method of data collection. In the Results
section, the data obtained are presented in the form of a table with average values, as
well as the results of the correlation analysis between the data using the methods used,
demonstrating to establish the presence of a relationship between the phenomena. The
subjects highly rated the accuracy of the description as a whole and each individual item.
In the section Discussion, the data obtained are reviewed, assumptions are made about
the nature of the relationship between some variables and others. Although the subjects
highly appreciated the accuracy of the entire description, nevertheless, on average, the
participants believe that the text offered to them will be suitable for 56.79% of the subjects.
A description that fits more than one in two can hardly be considered unique or accurate.
This fact suggests that by noting the accuracy of the text, the participants do not give it too
much diagnostic power. In the Conclusion section, it is noted that the Barnum effect, which
is actively used in astrology and other pseudosciences, is dangerous by replacing rational
thinking with irrational beliefs, and it can be countered through the development of criti-
cal thinking and an analysis of the universality of the resulting "personalised” descriptions.

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Rp-games as a Way to Satisfy Basic Psychological Needs

Abstract

The article is aimed at studying the influence of role play games on the satisfaction
of basic psychological needs of players. The novelty of the study lies in the analysis
of the relationship between psychological needs and game mechanics. Introduction
section reviews the classifications of psychological needs, ways of their satisfaction,
and the specifics of using RPG. Methods section describes the sample of subjects who
participated in the study and the methods used to collect data. The test involved 30
people: 11 women (36.7%) and 19 men (63.3%), aged 17-45. All respondents are players
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of role play games similar to GTA 5 RP. The following methods were used to conduct
the survey: the technique for diagnosing subjective well-being by R. M. Shamionov,
T. V. Beskov; the scale of satisfaction of basic psychological needs by R. M. Shamionov,
T.V. Beskov; 3 author's questionnaires. Results section presents the results of the study: Most
respondents use RPGs to satisfy their needs for social connections, safety, and hedonistic
needs. In real life, respondents are not satisfied with the need for social connections (60%),
self-expression and self-realization (63%), hedonistic needs (53%), and the need for safety
(60%). RPG players satisfy their need for competence by 56.6%, autonomy by 66.6%, and
attachment by 56.7%. The level of subjective well-being and its components is high for all
survey participants on all scales. Differences were found in the analysis of needs among
different age groups of respondents. According to the correlation analysis, 27 statistically
significant relationships were obtained, which confirmed the connection between role play
games and the satisfaction of basic psychological needs. Discussion section revealed the
following: Role play games are a valuable tool for satisfying psychological needs, but they
cannot completely replace social interactions and skills inherentin a person’s everyday life.

Life Orientation and Subjective Anxiety in Women
of Different Ages with Gynecological Cancer

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Abstract

The Introduction provides a justification for the relevance of studying the features of
life-meaning orientations and subjective anxiety in women with gynecological malignant
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tumors. Statistical data on the increase in the number of cases are also provided. The
analysis of the theoretical basis of the research, which is available today, is summarized.
The novelty of the study lies in the increase in cases and the small number of studies on
the semantic sphere of cancer patients and the increase in anxiety among women with
gynecological diseases. We believe that by improving the quality of life and ensuring
the psychological well-being of women suffering from oncogynecological diseases, a
successful outcome in the form of remission is possible. Methods. The methodology
of life sense orientations (D.A. Leontiev) and the Spielberger-Khanin anxiety scale were
used as diagnostic techniques. Key age differences were identified in the Results: elderly
patients (6743.9 years old) demonstrate maximum meaningfulness of life (114.42+19.1;
r=0.768, p<0.001) and minimal anxiety (29.42+6.9). Young women (28.6+5.7 years old)
They exhibit extreme anxiety (situational: 62.474+11.9; personal: 63.71+10) and a crisis
of meaning (47+16.3), with a paradoxical combination of high goal setting (37.18+3.2)
and low life performance (11.65+5.2). For the first time, patients with gynecological
oncological diseases were considered, which gives scientific novelty and significance
to the work. Discussion. Provides an interpretation and description of the study of life
meaning orientations and subjective anxiety in women with gynecological malignant
tumors in different age categories. The empirical part of the study demonstrates all the
changes in the construct of the semantic future, as well as the features of anxiety results
associated with age-related changes and diagnosis. In conclusion, it can be noted how
important it is to continue researching the quality of life of cancer-stricken women with
gynecological oncological diseases. The urgent need to introduce psychological support
and rehabilitation programs for patients of the oncogynecology department is emphasized.
