Abstract

Introduction. Infodemic — a state of information instability characterized by an
excessive flow of contradictory and unreliable messages — became during the COVID-
19 pandemic one of the key sources of prolonged stress and psychological trauma
affecting populations. This review analyzes the characteristics of infodemic experience
as a psychological phenomenon that generates information overload, creates a "vicious
cycle” of misinformation and fear, and impacts the psychological state of men. Particular
attention is paid to the role of culturally normative masculinity standards in complicating
men's adaptation to conditions of prolonged stress. Theoretical Justification. Research
demonstrates that intensive consumption of news content during infodemic amplifies
anxiety, disrupts sleep, and depletes personality's adaptive resources. The formation and
maintenance of infodemic reactions are rooted in cognitive distortions: availability bias,
confirmation bias, and cognitive dissonance. Men under pandemic stress tend to adopt
maladaptive avoidant coping strategies. Experience plays a crucial role as an active mode
of consciousness in which individuals reinterpret events through the lens of their own
values and meanings. For some individuals, infodemic becomes a trigger for reassessing
core beliefs, potentially leading to posttraumatic growth. Discussion. The review
systematizes vulnerability factors in men: sociodemographic characteristics, low tolerance
for uncertainty, and lack of social support. Normative masculinity standards, requiring
emotional restraint, intensify the use of maladaptive coping strategies. However, resilience,
social inclusion, and conscious regulation of information consumption can interrupt the
vicious cycle of infodemic and create a foundation for adaptive personality transformation.

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Abstract

Introduction. The work is aimed at studying the relationship between a partner's perceived
narcissism and the severity of codependency in women. The relevance of the study is
due to the growing interest in the phenomenon of narcissism in modern society and the
high prevalence of destructive relationships in which partners, mostly women, are drawn
into codependent dynamics. The novelty of the work lies in shifting the focus from the
partner's clinical diagnosis to a woman's subjective perception of his narcissistic traits as
a key predictor of codependency formation. Goal. To identify the relationship between a
partner's perceived narcissism and the severity of codependency in women. Methods. The
study involved 69 women aged 20 to 65 years. A set of methods was used to collect data:
the Interpersonal Dependence Test (IDI), the Emotional Abuse Questionnaire (EAQ), the
Gaslighting Victim Questionnaire (VGQ), the Narcissistic Personality Traits questionnaire
(NCHL), as well as the author's questionnaire to assess the perceived narcissism of a partner.
The data was processed using nonparametric statistical methods (Spearman correlation
coefficient, Mann-Whitney U-test). Results. There were no statistically significant intergroup
differences in the level of codependency and their own narcissistic traits between women
who perceive a partner as highly and low narcissistic. However, correlation analysis showed
amoderate positive relationship between the integral indicator of perceived narcissism of a
partner and the overall level of codependency (r=0.372), as well as the level of victimization
of a woman (r=0.410). A link was also found between the level of codependency and a
woman's own narcissistic trait, such as "over-employment with feelings of envy” (r=0.351).
Discussion. The results confirm the importance of the construct of "perceived narcissism”
for understanding the mechanisms of codependency formation. The found connections
indicate that the subjective experience of a partner’'s behavior as narcissistic is closely
related to feelings of victimization and codependent patterns. A special role in this
dynamic is played by the vulnerable narcissism of the woman herself, which can act as a
predisposition factor for dependent relationships. The data obtained has practical value
for psychological counseling, shifting the focus of assistance to work with the perception
and inner reality of the client.

Self-esteem is a person’s subjective
assessment of their own worth, personal qualities, and achievements, which develops
from an early age under the influence of interpersonal experience and throughout life.
Women are characterized by more pronounced fluctuations in self-esteem associated
with social comparisons, gender stereotypes, and a cultural emphasis on appearance;
the gender gap becomes apparent beginning in adolescence. Features of the cognitive-
behavioral approach in psychotherapy and psychological counseling. CBT is a
structured, short-term, and problem-focused counseling model; key principles include
collaborative empiricism, changing thoughts to change emotions, focusing on behavior,
psychoeducation, monitoring, and Socratic dialogue; and client autonomy. CBT has
proven effective in treating low self-esteem.The concept and characteristics of irrational
beliefs and their influence on self-esteem. Irrational beliefs are inflexible attitudes
that are reinforced by negative experiences. They fall into categories such as absolutist
demands, catastrophizing, low frustration tolerance, global negative self-judgments, etc.,
and contribute to the maintenance of a "vicious cycle” of self-criticism and decreased
confidence, thereby perpetuating low self-esteem. Discussion of results. Research confirms
the effectiveness of CBT (individual and group) in improving self-esteem. The central
model for self-esteem correction using CBT methods is M. Fennell's model of low self-
esteem, which describes a "vicious cycle” of a negative "core self," conditional rules, and
compensatory strategies. Conclusion. Self-esteem correction can be achieved through the
use of cognitive restructuring techniques, belief debate, behavioral experiments, exposure,
journaling, strengthening unconditional self-acceptance, and developing metacognitive
awareness.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article examines the formation of cybercompetencies in the context
of esports competitive activity among contemporary youth. Esports is understood as
an organized, high-intensity form of competitive activity based on video games, which
imposes increased demands on individuals' cognitive, socio-communicative and
psychological resources and thereby creates conditions for the development of a complex
system of cybercompetencies. The aim of the article is to provide a structured review of
recent research on the development of cybercompetencies in esports competition and
to identify the key components and mechanisms underlying this process. Theoretical
justification. Cybercompetencies are conceptualized as an integrated system comprising
several interrelated components that are shaped and enhanced through esports
participation. This system includes a technical component (proficiency with gaming
and digital tools, hand-eye coordination, reaction speed), a cognitive component
(executive functions, strategic and critical thinking, decision-making under uncertainty),
a social-communicative component (teamwork, leadership, digital communication), and
a psychological component (emotional self-regulation, stress tolerance, psychological
cyber-resilience). Empirical studies indicate that engagement in esports is associated with
improvements in attention, cognitive flexibility, analysis of opponents’ strategies, team and
leadership skills, as well as the development of stress-coping strategies; neurophysiological
findings point to increased activation in prefrontal brain areas involved in attentional control
and decision-making. Discussion. The development of these competencies in esports
can be interpreted through M. Csikszentmihalyi's flow theory and E. Deci and R. Ryan’s
self-determination theory: the competitive structure of esports supports intrinsic motivation
and learning by maintaining an optimal balance between task difficulty and player
competence, while satisfying basic needs for autonomy, competence and relatedness.
The model of cybercompetency formation in the esports environment presented in the
article highlights the potential of organized esports as a pedagogical resource for fostering
21st-century skills, provided it is purposefully integrated into educational programmes
and training systems.
